throughout their time at Camp, including at meals 

➢ Be responsible for and supervise an assigned area of the building or grounds 

➢ Responds to youth concerns and needs 

➢ Helps mediate minor conflicts between youth 

➢ Help keep our community healthy: Support Camp logistics, Camp sanitation, and 

camper/staff maintenance of COVID-19 precautions 

➢ Perform other duties as specified by the supervisor of the assigned summer program
